A. Be to prayer (v.14)

e If we are going to be a church that follows God'’s will, then
we better be a church that prays.

B. Be to Scripture (v.15-20)
(Psalm 69:25; 109:8; Matthew 27:3-10; 2 Timothy 3:16)

e Divine inspiration means that the Holy Spirit inspired the
authors of the Bible to write what they wrote.

C.Be in the criteria (v.21-22)
(1 Timothy 3:1-13; Titus 1:5-9; 1 Peter 5:1-3)

o When we put unqualified people in leadership positions,
three different groups suffer—the led, the lost, and the
leaders themselves.

D. Be upon the Lord (v.23-26)

e We can know the will of God as we depend upon the
Spirit of God and the Word of God in the counsel of the
people of God.
