e Every time we spread gospel seed, we can be confident
of its ultimate fruition.
B. Divided (13:45,48-49; 14:1-2,4)
C. is always coupled with
(1 Corinthians 4:1-2)
C. Bold (13:46-47; 14:3)
e Jesus has been so faithful to us. May we be faithful to him.
D. Increased (13:50; 14:5) D. must be coupled with
(Mafthew 10:14,16,23)
E. Joyful (13:51-52; 14:6-7)
(Matthew 10:14) e Fleeing shouldn't be our first response, but it can

sometimes be the right one.
